Rules and Regulation (Student Activities)

Gaming Competition:
1. Two separate tournaments of Strong Hold Crusader and Medal of Honor.

2. Each campus may not send more than one team for each tournament.

2. If match not decided in 1 hour, than winner will a team with higher points.
Medal of Honor:
3. Total time for each match is 20 minutes
4. If match not decided in 20 minutes, than winner will a team with higher points.

5. Only two tools i.e., Adobe Photoshop CS3 and CorelDRAW  with standard Plug-ins and Filters can be used for the designing of poster. No additional third-party add-on are allowed.
